NATIONAL CONSTITUTION CENTER CELEBRATES WOMEN’S HISTORY MONTH WITH FREE 
PROGRAMMING THROUGH MARCH

Philadelphia, PA (March 1, 2017) – Throughout March, the National Constitution Center will host a 
variety of special programs in honor of Women’s History Month. Visitors can explore the museum’s The 
Story of We the People exhibit to discover defining moments in women’s history, test their knowledge of 
women’s history at the Center’s giant game board activity, and participate in a music video workshop 
that looks at the Women’s Suffrage Movement. Artifact highlights include a collection of artifacts from 
Susan B. Anthony and the movement for women’s suffrage.

Girl Scout Day features guided tours, interactive quiz games, outdoor flag ceremonies, hands-on artifact 
workshops, activity tables, and more. Scouts can learn about American history, government, and 
citizenship, all while meeting Citizen Legacy Badge and select journey requirements. Plus, Girl Scouts can 
get a head start on their First Aid Legacy Badge by meeting police officers, firefighters, and other first 
responders.  
 
Groups are given personalized agendas and Scout Day activity packets that will guide them through the 
day’s programs and activities. Scouts will also receive a National Constitution Center Scout Day Fun 
Patch.
