CONSTITUTION 101 
CORE CURRICULUM
Launched in September 2022, Constitution 101 is an 
asynchronous online curriculum that provides high school 
students and adult learners with a basic understanding of 
the Constitution’s text, history, structure, and caselaw. 

Drawing on more than 170 historical texts and 50 landmark 

Supreme Court cases, the course allows learners to study the 

historical and philosophical foundations of America’s founding 

principles from a range of voices, while inspiring learners to 

engage with the constitutional text, looking at diverse viewpoints 

from a nonpartisan perspective.

Within the first 12 months of the curriculum’s 

launch, Constitution 101 videos were viewed more 

than 550,000 times, and the course materials 

were downloaded more than 60,000 times.
