THE BILL OF RIGHTS

The First Congress formally approved the Bill of Rights on September 25, 1789, and sent it to
the states for ratification. On December 15, 1791—so, over two years later—the first 10
amendments to the Constitution were ratified. In this activity, you will learn about the rights
guaranteed by the Bill of Rights and the story behind its creation, including the key role played
by the Dissenters at the Constitutional Convention.
