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ANDREW FERGUSON DISCUSSES CONTEMPORARY LINCOLN NATION

Land of Lincoln is a mix of presidential biography and popular history in which Ferguson
produces a hilarious yet poignant look at Abraham Lincoln and his place in America
today. He encounters everything from hatred, to adoration, to opportunism and all
manner of reaction in between. With his indulgent family in tow, Ferguson attends a
national conference of Lincoln impersonators; a leadership conference based on

Lincoln’s “management style”; and a multi-state, and now defunct, Lincoln Heritage Trail.

Andrew Ferguson is a senior editor at The Weekly Standard and has written for The
New Yorker, the New Republic, The Washington Post, and the Wall Street Journal,
among many others. As a child growing up in lllinois, Ferguson adored Abraham Lincoln
and became a Lincoln buff. Eventually, he outgrew his obsession. Decades later, his
latent buffdom was reignited by a curious headline in a local newspaper: Lincoln Statue
Stirs Outrage in Richmond. Ferguson was astonished, and thus his journey began and

Land of Lincoln was written.
