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VISITORS BECOME EYEWITNESSES TO HISTORY
AT THE NATIONAL CONSTITUTION CENTER

In conjunction with Eyewitness: American Originals from the National Archives
Philadelphia, PA — Visitors are invited to become eyewitnesses to history at the National
Constitution Center during the run of Eyewitness: American Originals from the National
Archives. From Friday, May 25 through Monday, September 3, 2007, visitors to the
exhibit can participate in I Was There: Recording History, a daily program exploring
how events have been recorded throughout American history and the ways in which
people preserve memories to share with others. This event is free with regular museum
admission. Times vary daily, so guests are encouraged to check the daily programs

sheet upon arrival.

During | Was There: Recording History, children and their families will discover how
anyone at any time can be an eyewitness to history. Visitors will learn what these
accounts tell us about the past and future, and they will learn how different technologies
play a role. From written accounts in the Colonial era and photographs during the Civil
Wair, to the radio broadcast of the Hindenburg explosion and recent television news
broadcasts, guests will see the impact technology plays in capturing moments in history

over time.

Visitors to the Eyewitness exhibit will also be able to learn about the behind-the-scenes

work that goes on at a museum. At the Artifact Cart, children and families will become

museum curators exploring, studying, and recording the artifacts in the exhibit. This

program-on-wheels is free with regular museum admission. Times and locations vary

daily, so guests are encouraged to check the daily programs sheet upon arrival.

From May 25 through September 3, 2007 the National Constitution Center will host
Eyewitness: American Originals from the National Archives. The exhibition presents
first-hand accounts of watershed events in American history. Through letters, diaries,
photographs, and audio and film recordings from the National Archives and its
Presidential libraries, visitors to the Eyewitness exhibition will gain new and unique

insights into well-known occurrences.

Eyewitness: American Originals from the National Archives is free with regular museum
admission of $12 for adults, $11 for seniors ages 65 and up, and $8 for children ages 4-
12. Active military personnel and children ages 3 and under are free. Group rates are
also available. An Acoustiguide audio tour is available for $3 per person and $2 for
